Dog Project Members, 
It seems like it has been such 

a long time since training and the 
fair ended. I hope you all had a 
wonderful rest of your summer and are having a 
good school year thus far.  

I thought that it would be fun and interesting if I 
submitted some information about safety tips and 
dog hazards that I found on the internet. There were 
some tips that are quite obvious to most of us dog 
owners, like chocolate being very poisonous to our 
dogs as well as many bones. I have never given 
Max pork bones because they splinter and break off, 
but I found out that we should never give our dogs 
steak, veal, pork, turkey, chicken or rib bones! We 
have always brought home rib bones for our dog, 
but not anymore! LOL! Never allow your dog to eat 
or chew on a corn cob. They will cause partial or 
complete intestinal obstruction. Many dogs have 
suffered and died because of corn cobs.  

Here is one I think we all know about especially if 
you have a puppy, but it needs repeating, keep all 
electrical cords out of reach. If chewed on they can 
be fatal.  One hazard that I found interesting and 
also explains why my dog walks funny while outside 
in the winter is salt or other ice melting chemicals 
cause severe burning to a dogs foot pads.  When 
possible avoid walking on areas with these 
chemicals and always wipe your dog’s feet off really 
well when you do get home.  

With Christmas around the corner I am going to 
mention you should always keep all tinsel and tree 
decorations out of reach of your dog. Tinsel has 
sharp edges that can cut the dogs’ intestines 
causing obstructions.   

One last tip, we all use slip collars, never leave 
your dog unattended with their slip collar on and 
never tie/hook them up with the slip collar on. It can 
get caught or tangled and then choke to death. That 
would be a tragedy for you and your precious pet. I 
wish all of you a wonderful Thanksgiving and a 
blessed Christmas.
